This also explains its adoption by amateur Rugby and the
dedication of Brokenwood owners to the Harlequin. Established in
1970, from the founding three partners, Brokenwood has grown to

a large partnership (or ‘merry band’) of like-minded souls, sharing
alove of good wine. The Harlequin range originated to provide the
Brokenwood Partners with casual easy drinking styles.

This wine is a blend of 70% Sauvignon Blanc and 30% Semillon.
Several regions make up this blend being Cowra 32%, Orange 42%,
and Hunter Valley 16% and Riverina 10%

This wine also highlights our desire for lower alcohol and weighs in
at 11.5% and with plenty of zesty fruit lift.

As the wine is from New South Wales, we are fortunate enough to be
able to process most of the grapes here in the Hunter Valley, enabling
an extra level of winemaker attention. This ensures the delicate grape
aromas are preserved. Fermentation in 100% stainless steel tanks.

A perfect Summer drink to pair with a wide range of foods. Enjoy with
a dozen freshly shucked oysters and a whole baked barramundi for
lunch, or a spicy Asian laksa for dinner.

An easy drinking wine to chill and enjoy this summer.
